NOTES

2.    Applications will only be considered on submission of a completed application form, two signed photographs of the applicant, the entrance fee (£5) and the annual subscription, (see note 9 below).
3.     Payment should preferably be made by cheque  payable to "Newbury Angling Association",
4.   The specimen permit is for use on Bellwood, Collins, Dixons, Knotts, Dobsons, Palletts Pool, Aldermaston, Brimpton, Colthrop and the Arrowhead. Regulation 5.6 states:- Anglers fishing with a single rod permit may use an additional rod for Pike fishing; the two rods not to cover more than 10 metres of water and must be placed within two metres of each other. It is not permissible that both rods should be equipped or baited for pike. Anglers fishing two rods on a specimen permit may use two rods for any fishing method but may not use a third rod for pike fishing. When fishing for pike a wire trace, at least 450mm (18 inches) long, must be used. Live fish may not be used for bait. Gaffs are not permitted.
5.    A copy of the Associations Rules and Regulations will be supplied when membership is granted. Please read the Rules and Regulations carefully. Ignorance of the Rules will not be accepted as an excuse for default.
6.    Associate and junior applications will only be accepted if the application is proposed by a Senior Member of at least one year's full membership (Rule 4.1 and Rule 4.8(i) refer).
7.   Junior members must seek authorisation to join NAA from a parent or guardian who should attempt to ensure that they abide by the rules of the association and that they are aware of the safety issues when close to deep or fast flowing water.
8.   Membership is granted on an annual basis from the 16th June to 15th June the following year and will be reduced by 50% for those joining after January 1st (Membership Fee only).
